Many of us are familiar with this 
concept from staying at hotels or 
entering our workplaces. Without  
the proper card, we are unable to 
gain access to the space we desire  
to enter. However, with the proper 
card, access is granted and the door 
can then be opened.
 
In 2025, KBM walked through many 
doors the Lord opened to us. Using 
our “key cards” issued by the Holy 
Ghost, access has been granted 
to KBM in Africa, Europe, North 
America, and South America. Here  
is a summary of some of the doors 
the Lord has opened to us in 2025.

EUROPE 
 
•	 Ireland: We expanded Pistis  
	 School of Ministry into Dublin, 		
	 Ireland, where we have the  
	 opportunity to train more people  
	 to reach the nation of Ireland with 
	 the Word of God. Our Young Adults  
	 Bible Study grew in popularity,  
	 leading college students to Christ  
	 and an environment that fosters  
	 growth in the things of the Lord.

•	 Greece: The church in Athens  
	 moved into a larger, nicer, well- 
	 equipped space at the end of the  
	 year. They are now positioned to  
	 reach more people and are more  
	 accessible to the public.

•	 Switzerland: We laid the initial  
	 foundation to begin ministry  
	 operations within the nation of  
	 Switzerland.

AFRICA
 
•	 South Africa: Bishop Bethel Choto  
	 in Pretoria reported that we have  
	 added 16 new churches in South  
	 Africa, bringing the total to 34  
	 under The Word of Faith family.

•	 Zimbabwe: Through the leadership  
	 at Faith4Life in Pretoria and the  
	 graduates from Pistis School of  
	 Ministry, we continue to  
	 expand into Zimbabwe. In  
	 2025, Bishop Choto and his team  
	 held conferences in Harare and  
	 Bulawayo and also in challenging  
	 locations like Gokwe and Nkayi,  
	 where they preached the Word  
	 despite infrastructure limitations.
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•	 Kenya: Under the leadership of  
	 Pastor Jean Kinuthia, Kenya has  
	 continued to uphold the mission  
	 that Africa Shall be Taught. They  
	 have continued with Pistis School  
	 of Ministry and the church,  
	 through which they have birthed 
	 a powerful prayer ministry.

NORTH AMERICA
 
•	 Florida: We have had an  
	 open door to reach the men  
	 and women training at Naval  
	 Aviation Station (NAS) Pensacola,  
	 NAS Corry Station (information  
	 warfare training command),  
	 and NAS Whiting Field. KBM is  
	 equipping men and women with  
	 the life-changing Word of God  
	 before they are deployed. 

•	 Texas: We had an open door  
	 into Arlington, TX that has led to  
	 people being delivered and  
	 growing up in their faith. We held  
	 3 Faith Encounters in Arlington.

•	 Canada: We held our very first  
	 Faith Conference on the campus  
	 of Canada Christian College and  
	 worked to expand our ministry  
	 operations in Canada.

SOUTH AMERICA 
 
•	 Brazil: Bishop Butler ministered  
	 to several pastors and churches  
	 in Brazil. The missionaries we  
	 support in Brazil continue to do a  
	 great work. The church of one  
	 of the pastors we support has  
	 increased and continues to reach  
	 the people of Brazil with the Word  
	 of God. One of our missionaries  
	 even became a Gospel recording  
	 artist and had the opportunity to  
	 lead thousands in worship!

This is only a small summary of the 
doors that were opened in 2025. 
While the access has been granted  
to KBM by the Holy Ghost, it 
is through our KBM partners, 
supporters, and friends that we are 
able to do the work. Your prayers, 
serving, and financial contributions 
make all the difference!

As I sit to write this annual report of all 
that has taken place this year, my heart 
is filled with gratitude for all of you who 
have partnered with KBM to make the 
mission possible.

As always, it is never dull with KBM. 
Our dear Bishop had the mission to 
reach the world foremost in his mind 
and actions. With free speech being 
targeted throughout Europe, the time 
to fulfill the mission freely is short. In 
Greece, we have our wonderful church, 
with the main service in Greek and 
English. We also hold services and Bible 
studies in Spanish and Farsi. This year, 
we saw God moving like never before. 
Several new families joined the church, 
several people were saved, and several 
more now know that here in Athens, 
Greece, there is a Spirit-filled church 
that believes the Word and acts on it. 
In October, after months and months of 
searching, God opened the doors, and 
we were blessed with a new facility. It 
is a space that is more purpose-built 
for holding church services and being 
the European HQ for Keith Butler 
Ministries.

We continued our ministry to the 
refugee camps and were invited to 

minister at a new camp in Corinth  
this year, bringing the total number  
of camps we visit on a regular basis  
to four.

Here at the camps, we minister to 
people from Iran, Afghanistan, Syria, 
Iraq, Somalia, Palestine, Nigeria, 
Ethiopia, Sierra Leone, and many 
other nations from Africa and the 
Middle East. Even though the camps 
are government-run, the conditions 
are still atrocious, and we take basic 
supplies with us, such as shampoo, 
toothpaste, soap, blankets, rice, and 
other foodstuffs, because they do 
not get enough. During these visits, 
we get to minister the Word, pray for 
them, bless them, and fellowship with 
them. It is a mighty blessing in an 
alien environment with no certainty 
of what will happen next. Bringing 
the Word of God and the surety of 
the Word is so powerful for them. This 
year, we also started a Bible Study 
for Farsi-speaking women, led by 
Minister Fatemeh, Pastor Emad’s wife. 
These women, who grew up Muslim, 
were treated as objects, and had no 
self-autonomy over their lives, are 
growing into mighty women of God. 
Our Spanish service not only ministers

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to Spanish-speaking people here in 
Athens but is also reaching South 
America. In Peru, there is a home 
church that gathers every week to 
worship and hear the Word of God. 
Seven of them went through our 2-year 
School of the Bible Discipleship course 
and graduated in June.

Also in June, we graduated our second 
class from our French School of 
Ministry. The class included students 
from France, Belgium, the Democratic 
Republic of Congo, and other French-
speaking African nations. This year, 
we held the graduation in Brussels, 
Belgium. It was a wonderful event 
where Bishop Butler ministered to 
the graduating class, and we were 
supported by many members of our 
church in Brussels, Parole de Vie. As 
always, when people see the fruits 
of KBM’s work, they are inspired to 
go further and do more themselves. 
We currently run schools in Greece, 
France and other French-speaking 
nations, Bulgaria, Germany in Russian, 
Ireland, and the United Kingdom. 
All of this is possible because of our 
partners’ support. Your seed is affecting 
countless lives, and you are making a 
difference in so many nations.

In March this year, we started focusing 
on Dublin, Ireland. Bishop Butler 
ministered in two churches during 
the year, and we held a meeting with 
Pastors and leaders in Dublin. They 
were very encouraged and grateful 
that KBM was sowing into the nation 
through the meetings and the school. 
We also held a Faith Encounter 
meeting which was very well attended, 
and we launched the school of Ministry 
in Dublin.

In France, we continue to hold a bible 
study every two weeks. The testimonies 
coming from those who attend are so 
encouraging. People are getting healed, 
hearing the Word taught, hearing 
about faith, and being activated in 
their faith. Back home in the US, we 
take Faith for granted. We can turn 
on the television, get online anytime, 
and attend a church that is Word of 
Faith, Word-based, and Spirit-filled. 
Here in Europe, it is not so. People are 
not taught faith, so what we are doing 
in all these nations through Keith 
Butler Ministries is vital to the body of 
Christ, more than you could know. So 
again, thank you for your prayers and 
financial contributions that make all of 
this possible.

As we look forward to 2026, we believe 
that God will open even more doors in 
more European nations for the Word to 
be taught, the work to be done, and the 
world to be touched. God bless you all.
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Keith Butler Ministries continues to do the 
Lord’s work in Africa, Europe, and America. 
Through Pistis, Bishop Butler transcends 
time, distance, and socioeconomic barriers 
to equip men and women called to ministry 
with the essential tools needed to fulfill 
God’s call on their lives. The Pistis School 
of Ministry Hybrid Program Online offers 
a flexible learning format that combines 
live virtual classes, pre-recorded lectures, 
and interactive assignments, enabling 
students to participate and engage with 
their instructors and peers from anywhere 
in the world.

Pistis leverages technology to train 
church leaders and others who cannot 
attend in person because of family, 
work, cost, or location. The two-year 
Hybrid Program offers weekly live online 
classes, complemented by pre-recorded 
lectures and interactive assignments 
on our Learning Management System. 
Students access high-quality instruction 
and resources conveniently through this 
system. Bishop Butler developed a God-
inspired strategy that maintains the 
program’s standards, ensuring it matches 
traditional Bible schools and delivers a 
convenient, effective learning experience.

In our ever-changing world, Pistis is 
reshaping ministerial training. During 
their two years of training, our students 
study thirty-two vital subjects and receive 
a balance of practical and spiritual 
instruction. Pistis empowers students to 
develop ministry skills, deepen spiritual 
disciplines, and gain leadership experience, 
which collectively prepare them for real-
world service. At Pistis, we believe students 
should be deeply invested in the learning 

process; therefore, they are required 
to take notes on all lectures, complete 
homework assignments, participate in 
classroom discussions, write papers, 
give oral presentations, and take tests to 
demonstrate their comprehension of each 
subject and their readiness for ministry.  
I know you might be thinking that’s a lot. 
Yes, it is a lot, but so is effective ministry. 

If our students are ever to succeed in 
ministry, they must understand the value 
of hard work. Pistis prepares students for 
lasting success by cultivating discipline, 
knowledge, and strong character – all 
essential to ministry. You see, most 
ministries do not fail because the minister 
is not anointed; they fail mainly because 
of a lack of discipline and knowledge, a 
poor work ethic, or character. At Pistis, 
our students learn about the behind-the-
scenes and business aspects of ministry, 
the disciplines of prayer and the study of 
the Word, how to lead by example, and the 
importance of maintaining good, godly 
character. 

Pistis is an accelerated program that 
demands excellence. If students remain 
committed, prioritize this season of study, 
and embrace the process, they will be 
prepared for ministry. Don’t just take our 
word for it—here are a few testimonials 
from current students:

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On October 25, 2025,  
ahead of Hurricane  
Melissa, the NAS  
Pensacola command 
chaplain reached out to 
KBM Word of Faith 
Missions Operative for  
the military, Pastor AnJolo 
Fielder, for assistance in 
supporting evacuees  
from Naval Station 
Guantanamo Bay. KBM quickly mobilized to provide vital 
support, bringing equipment, groceries, and resources to 
prepare hot meals for the evacuees and NAS Pensacola staff.

DOING THE WORK!
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The evacuees began their evacuation around 4:00 AM that 
Saturday and did not land in Pensacola until approximately  
9:00 PM. Flights continued throughout the night and into the 
following morning, with multiple arrivals until 11:30 AM on Sunday. 
The primary meal provided was chicken nuggets and French 
fries, though other options were also available.  
The evacuees were deeply grateful for the nourishing food  
after going the entire day without a proper meal.

In total, the effort fed between 1,100 and 1,300 personnel, 
including both the evacuees and the NAS Pensacola staff  
who assisted with the evacuation.

This effort was part of KBM Word of Faith’s ongoing military 
outreach in Pensacola, where they have been hosting weekly 
Bible studies for military personnel at NAS Pensacola, NAS Corry 
Station, and NAS Whiting Field since 2021. The same dedicated 
volunteers who served during the evacuation have also been 
consistently involved in these Bible studies.

This coordinated response  
ensured that the evacuees  
received both nourishment  
and spiritual support,  
highlighting the community’s  
commitment to the military.

Both he 
and Pastor Deborah celebrated their 
70th birthdays this year and God is 
renewing their youth like the eagles!

We are so thankful for our KBM 
volunteers. Their faithfulness and 

commitment to KBM is evident and 
our partners appreciate every call we 
make, whether that be a prayer call, 
a storm call, or a birthday call. They 
always express their love and thanks 
to Bishop and Pastor Deborah for 
caring for them. This year our KBM 
Partner Care team of volunteers 
along with our staff members, Pauline 
and Gilbert, made 10,523 partner 
calls. 

We always remind our partners after 
we pray for them to call us and share 
their testimonies and praise reports 
with us. Here are a few examples 
of some of the praise reports we 
received this year from our partners 
and our volunteers, in answer to our 
prayers: A partner shared she had 
a successful breast cancer surgery 
and was thankful for the support of 
KBM through her healing journey. 
Another partner shared a praise report 
regarding her vindication due to a car 
accident wherein the police officer lied 
on his report causing her to go before 
the driving board to prove she was 
fit to drive. Because of her diligence 
in taking photos at the accident site, 
she was able to prove this and was 
totally vindicated and therefore did

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not lose her driving privileges. Another 
partner said we prayed with him for 
a new job and new place to live and 
it all worked out better than he could 
have imagined. One partner shared 
a praise report regarding jewelry and 
almost $7,000 in cash that was taken 
from her when she went into hospital 
emergency. After 8 months, she got 
a call from the hospital to come and 
get her belongings. When she went 
to the hospital, they gave her all of 
her cash and jewelry back. Another 
partner said we prayed with her about 
her upcoming surgery and the doctors 
prescribed something else so she 
didn’t need to have the surgery. Our 
prayers of faith work! 

All of our partners look forward to 
receiving their birthday calls and 
birthday card and gift from Bishop and 
Pastor Deborah. As always, Gilbert 
makes their day with his celebratory 
phone call on their behalf. To be 
remembered on your special day is so 
important so we make sure we try to 
get every partner’s birthday.

When October comes around we look 
forward to having our KBM table 
ready and operational for our annual 
Convention.
